Reception Control

Worldwide time zone clock change

Solar RC movement with rechargeable battery. No battery change needed.
LCD display with day/date display in German, English or Japanese

Sleep function

Low battery indicator: when “LB” flashing in LCD-display every 6-8 seconds

1. Initial Setup (important for correct setting of radio-controlled watch)

Due to heavy shocks or magnetic fields the hand position may differ from the internally saved radio time. The initial setup serves to resynchronise the hands
with the internally saved radio time.

Press and hold SET and MODE for 5 seconds. The hands stops and the display show “M.P. 0”

Now press and hold MODE until the second hand starts to rotate. Wait until all three hands rotate to just before 12:00. Press MODE again to stop the
hands from rotating. Now press MODE as required until the second hand aligns with 12:00. All three pointers should now align with 12:00.

Press SET. The LCD display shows “H.P.” and a number.
Press MODE until the LCD display shows “H.P. 12".
Press SET.

The initial setting is now complete. The watch should now receive the radio signal and set itself to the correct time. This process will take up to 8
minutes.

2. Checking Radio Reception

The radio clock will attempt to receive the DCF77 radio-control signal every day between 2:00 and 3:00. However, interference with reception might occur
due to thunderstorms or electrical disturbance.

When radio reception was successful, a small antenna symbol is visible in the middle of the LCD-display.

3.  Manual Reception Control
A manual call for the transmitter is always possible, but might fail due to bad weather conditions or electronic devices in the vicinity.

Press MODE and hold for 5 seconds.
The LCD display shows the signal reception with antenna symbol and two flashing dash. The process will take 3 — 8 minutes.

Setting of LCD Display

The LCD display can show following:

Day and calendar day

Number of month and calendar day
Minute and Second

Press MODE to choose the desired option.

5. Language of Index in LCD Display
The displayed information is either in German, English or Japanese.

Press MODE until the day of week is set.

Press SET and hold for 3 seconds until the display shows GE (German), EN (English) or JP (Japanese).
Press MODE to choose.

Press SET to store.

The day of week is now displayed in the chosen language.

6. Setting the Time Zone (UTC 0—-1-2)

When the LCD display shows the Time Zone (UTC) press SET and hold for 2 seconds.
Now the number behind “UTC” flashes. Change the Time Zone due pressing MODE.
Press SET to store. The hands will now calibrate to new time.

7. Manual setting the Date

When the LCD display shows number of month and calendar day, press SET for 2 seconds.
Now press MODE for set the year, press SET to chose.

Now press MODE for change the month, press SET to chose.

For change the calendar day press MODE. Press SET to chose.

8. This point equates to the EMV guidelines of the EU.

9. Water Resistance according to DIN 8310
The water resistance rating is shown on the back of the watch. The rating for a new watch is as follows:
WR: Not water resistant.
3 Bar: Can withstand splashes of water while washing hands or rain.
5 Bar: Can withstand splashes of water while washing hands or rain. Suitable for taking a bath.
10 Bar: Can withstand splashes of water while washing hands or rain. Suitable for taking a bath and swimming but should not be used for diving.
Ensure that the crown is returned to the normal operating position before the watch comes in contact with water.
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
